COURSE DESCRIPTION: Social Networking and Web 2.0 in the Classroom
Engage in social networking while learning the fundamentals of Web 2.0 technologies that foster cohesion, connect classrooms globally, and generate content via social interaction. Throughout this course, learners explore social networking resources that are available to educators and how these technologies can transform teaching and learning.  Learn to create professional learning networks that integrate into the classroom. Examples of social networking sites include Ning, Twitter and Wikis.  This course will focus on various multimedia tools for teaching and learning that integrate into the classroom.

COURSE_REQUIREMENTS:

Active Class Participation and Attendance: Students will participate by sharing ideas, asking questions and reflecting on readings and learning experiences. In-class activities, presentations and discussions will provide the basis for the development of instructional strategies.  Due to the intense weekend format of this course, attendance at all sessions is critical.

Reading Reaction: Readings have been chosen to present both theoretical ideas and practical strategies for Social networking and multimedia in the classroom.  Reading and videos will be posted online in the class ning.

Computer Supported Lesson: The midterm project will give students a chance to apply ideas presented in this course to their own education environments.  Students will participate in the class ning, upload video and multimedia presentation for evaluation to the class ning.  

Research-Supported Computer-Based Curriculum Project: 

As part of this innovative use of technology to complement instruction, we plan to create online units that are tightly integrated into the curriculum and will foster and enhance the concepts and skills addressed in class. The final project requires students to think about the various methods, strategies and examples presented in this course.  The project could take several forms, depending upon the needs and experiences of the student.  
Project Options:

· Use a social networking site (Ning or school specific) or multimedia techniques covered in the class that will enhance teaching and learning

· Importance of Context and Review -- Educational projects should always begin with a clear context for the information being presented, and should end with a review of the most important things to remember; 

· Options for Different Learning Style Preferences -- Effective lessons should offer optional transcripts and/or images to address different learning styles as well as accessibility issues
· Flexible Delivery Options -- It is important to provide multiple delivery options for students and preferences for subscribing and downloading will vary. 

· Present project proposal to teacher (using Web 2.0 Tools or Multimedia Project)
