                               Unusual Deep Sea Creature Poster Rubric

Objective:  This lesson’s objective is to show students the power of a Word Processor.  Not only is a word processor such as Microsoft Word great for writing documents of many types (i.e. letters, newsletters, brochures, research papers), but as a software tool it can be used for a lot more.  The students will learn how to insert picture(s) found outside of Microsoft Word, create a page border, and add bullets to summarize their research on the internet while putting the information they have found into their own words.
Hardware required:  A desktop computer running Windows XP

Software required:   Microsoft Word Version 2003 or Version 2007
Project Grade:          You will be graded according to the “Unusual Deep Sea Creature Poster Rubric” and 
                                  Poster Template handed out to you in class.   Your poster at a minimum should contain:
1. At least one picture showing the deep sea creature you have chosen.
2. The name of your Unusual Deep Sea Creature

3. A border around your poster.
4. At least 3 unusual characteristics that describe your animal in terms of what it looks like.  Put in Bulleted form as seen in the template.

5. At least 3 reasons why this animal should be voted as being the Most Unusual Deep Sea Creature. 

Name of Project:  UNUSUAL CREATURE OF THE DEEP PROJECT
Project Description: 

Imagine that you are inside a deep sea submarine on a deep sea exploration.  It is your job to find the most unusual deep sea creature you can find and to collect interesting facts about its unusual characteristics.  Upon returning from your exploration you will need to make a poster similar to the template I will be handing out to you in class.  Make sure you poster shows a picture of your creature with facts about why the world should vote for your deep sea candidate as being the most unusual deep sea creature ever seen.  Upon completing, we will present all posters in class, and as a class we will vote for the “Most Unusual Deep Sea Creature.
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Day 1 Task 1:  Using your research skills we have already developed in class in terms of using a search engine on the Internet, find an “Unusual Deep Sea Creature” that you will be presenting to the world. Save a picture to of this creature to your computer.  Record the name of your unusual creature as well.
Day 1 Task 2:  Find at least 6 unusual characteristics about the deep sea creature that you will use in your poster in order to convince others to vote for your creature as being the most unusual of all.

Day 2 Task 1:   Design and implement your poster according to the poster template handed out in class.  Make sure your poster has a page border; a picture and name of your chosen unusual deep sea creature. Include a minimum of 6 unusual characteristics that will make your creature stand out from the crowd. Make sure you describe what the creature looks like, and why it should be voted as the most unusual deep sea creature.  These short bulleted descriptions should be written in your own words.
Day 2 Task 2:  When you have completed your poster save your Word document containing your Unusual Deep Sea Creature Poster to your assigned network folder.

Day 3:  As a class we will View and Vote for the best poster in class.

Project Tips for creating a Poster:
1) Inserting a picture into Microsoft Word

To insert a picture into your poster click on “Insert” on the menu bar.
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Then click on “Picture” from the drop down menu and then click on “From File” as shown below:
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Click on the picture you saved from your research on the internet and click on Insert.

The picture will be placed in your poster.  Click on the picture and drag the picture to place it in your poster where you want it to be displayed. Resize the picture if necessary.
2) Putting a page border around your poster in Microsoft Word

In order to place a border around your poster click on “Format” as shown on your Menu Bar

                       Choose the border setting and Art style you want to use, and click on OK

3) In order to Insert bullets into your poster click on “Format” and then “Bullets and Numbering”

                    Choose the Bullet style that you want to use and click OK
