Excellent. Particularly noteworthy in this lesson are the detailed instructions you provide for using Kidspiration.  You demonstrate through your instructions and your print out of your graphic organizer that you are very comfortable with the software.  You might consider having other topics for students to provide information about such as favorite foods, sports, TV programs etc.  This activity would particularly well as you suggest for an introductory class activity for elementary school students.
