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· . Isopods have 14 legs that all function the same.
·   Isopods get the oxygen they need to survive through gill-like structures located at the bases of their legs.
·  They move slowly and have a difficult time righting themselves if they roll onto their backs on a smooth surface.
· They have powerful antennae to sense their environment.

·  They will use their long antennae and little spike like tail projections to right themselves if they happen to roll onto their backs.
· There are two pairs of antennae on the compound head, and a compound eye.
